In order to be able to assemble the harness buckle, the hole may have to be slightly drilled 

with a drill Ø1.8-1.9mm. A 4.5mm long nickel silver rod Ø0.45mm (2x) must be cut for the 

adjusters. Different lengths of satin ribbon must be cut for the seat belts. Width: 3mm - 

6x 30mm long, width: 2mm - 2x 25mm long. Either an opening has to be drilled in the seat 

for the loops or they are led up in front of the seat.

In order to be able to join the parts, the holes in the base plate may have to be opened. 

When assembling, make sure that the unscathed surface of the base plate is on top. The 

slot in the holder may also have to be widened a little. The best way to do this is to use an 

engraving blade (0.15-0.2mm). Gluing of all 3 parts is recommended before painting.

Before painting all the components, make sure to test the accuracy of fit of all add-on 

parts again. 

       Attention: There should always be a certain space between the components so that, 

                         depending on the paint application during painting, the accuracy of fit is still 

                         guaranteed afterwards
